Since the start of the service in April 2008, the Mobile Community 
offers three main functions. On the cell phone, aka-aki shows 
profile information on other members in the vicinity. Furthermore, 
encounters are automatically recorded so that the members can make 
contact with each other in hindsight as well if their paths have 
crossed by chance or unnoticed. Thanks to free messages and micro 
blogging, aka-aki furthermore allows you to remain in contact with 
your friends also while underway. On the website http://www.aka-
aki.com, a short film will show how aka-aki works.
